A Reminder that this year’s conference is being organised by Dr Aengus Ó Fionnagáin in conjunction with Fiontar & 

Scoil na Gaeilge, Dublin City University. Dublin City University (DCU) has three campuses. The conference activities will 

take place on the All Hallows Campus, Drumcondra. All Hallows College was formerly a seminary and college of 

education, founded in 1842. The oldest building on the 17-acre campus, located just outside the city centre, dates to 

1726. 

 

This year we are asking delegates to book their accommodation directly with the venue. Ensuite Accommodation will 

be provided by DCU on the Glasnevin Campus. A booking link for accommodation is available here. The cost will be 

from £375 for a single occupancy room for three nights bed and breakfasts. The conference registration fee is £45 for 

member and £65 for non-members.  This covers lunches and coffee breaks. The coach trip will be €15. Please book 

your place here  

https://www.eventbrite.co.uk/e/snsbi-30th-annual-conference-dublin-2024-tickets-855075161827 

 

The Glasnevin campus is 3km from All Hallows (40 mins walk). Taxis to and from All Hallows will be provided (for free) 

to delegates staying in Glasnevin, once in the morning and once in the evening. Public transport is also available (Dublin 

Bus). The university has reserved rooms for delegates on a first come first served basis. Delegates are also free to 

source their own alternative accommodation. The Skylon Hotel, Drumcondra, is a 7 minute walk from All Hallows. 

 

Check in at the DCU Rooms (Glasnevin) is from 3pm on Friday the 14th. Dinner on Friday evening will be at 6pm, in All 

Hallows. Breakfast and lunch will also be served in All Hallows. Dinners on Saturday and Sunday will be in a local 

pub/restaurant in nearby Drumcondra, and will be paid for by delegates on the night. Delegates should budget in the 

region of €90 for the evening meals. The conference will close after breakfast on Monday 17th. Check out time 11am. 

 

Conference programme 

The conference will open formally after dinner on Friday evening, with a lecture by Dr Conchubhar Ó Crualaoich, Chief 

Placenames Officer at The Placenames Branch. The coach trip on Sunday afternoon will be to Fore. Fore is a small 

village situated in a beautiful valley in Co. Westmeath – it has plenty to offer the visitor, including the site of St Feichín’s 

monastery, an impressive Benedictine Abbey, the ruins of the town gatehouses and the town gaol, a 3km looped walk, 

as well as a café and two pubs.
